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YEAR 1 CURRICULUM OUTLINE 2007/2008

ENGLISH
In Year 1, pupils have 10 periods of English throughout the week. These take place each day as 'double’ lessons.

The boys study English in line with the National Curriculum Key Stage One (KS1). Their abilities are developed within an
integrated programme of speaking and listening, reading and writing.

Through the schemes of work, boys are continually encouraged in the following activities:

Autumn Term

. The development of listening skills through instruction, games, CDs and The Magic Key programme;

. The correct formation of letters - both upper and lower case;

. Story writing - as class lessons;

e Revision of the alphabet - letter names and sounds;

. Phonic work - Three lettered words (short middle vowel), initial letter sounds: ch, sh, th, ng, qu, ar, ff, 1l, ss, ck;

. Introduction to spelling tests and dictation;

e Reading - Individual reading programme with boys being heard daily either in shared reading or on a one-to-one basis.
(Reading homework using books or specific activities is given each night). Guided reading in small groups on a weekly
basis. Whole class shared reading.

. Grammar — capital letters, sentences, nouns, alphabetical order, pronouns, initial blends

Lent Term

. Continuation of the development of listening skills through instruction, games, CDs and The Magic Key programme;

e Handwriting practice continues;

. Introduction to sentences with boys beginning to write individual stories (based on class topic work);

. Introduction to nouns, verbs and adjectives;

. Spelling lists continued;

. Phonic work — magic ‘e’, wh, ay, ea, igh, y, ow, ew;

e Reading - Individual reading programme with boys being heard daily either in shared reading or on a one-to-one basis.
(Reading homework using books or specific activities is given each night). Guided reading in small groups on a weekly
basis. Whole class shared reading.

. Grammar — verbs, past and future tenses, revision and development of Autumn Term work.

Summer Term

. Listening skills — Magic Key programme

. Good sentence formation - capital letters and full stops;

J Spellings — ou, ow, oi, oy, or, al, nk, er, ir, ur, au, aw;

. Introduction to story sequencing;

. Creative writing: structure of stories with a beginning, middle and an end;

. Reading - Individual reading programme with boys being heard daily either in shared reading or on a one-to-one basis.
(Reading homework using books or specific activities is given each night). Guided reading in small groups on a weekly
basis. Whole class shared reading.

. Grammar — adjectives, compound words, adverbs, revision and development of both the Autumn and Lent Terms

We use the Jolly Phonics and Jolly Grammar Scheme. The teaching is multi-sensory and active. It places emphasis on
consolidating the children’s learning and in helping them to apply their skills.
MATHEMATICS

In Year 1, pupils have 10 periods of Mathematics throughout the week. These take place each day as 'double' lessons.

Mathematics throughout the Pre-Prep department broadly follows the main aspects of Mathematics as outlined in the Numeracy
Strategy.



Numbers and the number system Measures, shape and space
Calculations Handling data
Solving problems

Using and Applying
Pupils are given opportunities to use and apply mathematics practically, in real life problems and within maths itself. They are
also encouraged to explain their thinking to help the development of reasoning.

Number
Boys are given the opportunity to develop adaptable methods of working with number, both orally and mentally. They use a
range of practical resources/contexts and record in a range of ways, including those relating to their mental work.

Shape, Space and Measures
Pupils are given opportunities to gain a wide range of practical experiences using differing materials; measure for purpose.

The aims for all mathematics teaching is to familiarise the pupils with all aspects of the Mathematics syllabus in addition to the
requirements of the National Curriculum, and to ensure that they have a solid grounding in all mathematical concepts
appropriate to their age group. The aim is also to give the pupils a sound basis of numeracy, mathematical language and
mathematical reasoning as well as opportunities to use and apply mathematics itself.

The teaching of mathematics is on-going. Much importance is placed on oral, mental and practical work as well as written. The
written work is generally individual, but the class comes together as a class for mental, oral, 'table', 'handling data' and 'shape,
space and measure' lessons.

KEY OBJECTIVES:

The following key objectives are the expectations by the end of Year 1:

¢ Count reliably at least 20 objects;

¢ Count on and back in ones from any small number, and in tens from and back to zero;(Up to 100)

¢ Read, write and order numbers from 0 to at least 100; understand and use the vocabulary of comparing and ordering these

numbers;

Within the range 0 to 30, say the number that is 1 or 10 more or less than any given number;

Understand the operation of addition and of subtraction (as ‘take away’ or ‘difference”) and use the related vocabulary;

Know by heart all pairs of numbers with a total of 10;

Know by heart addition facts for all pairs of numbers to 5 and the corresponding subtraction facts,

Use mental strategies to solve simple problems using counting, addition, subtraction, doubling to 5, explaining methods and

reasoning orally;

Compare two lengths, masses or capacities by direct comparison;

¢ Suggest suitable standard or uniform non-standard units and measuring equipment to estimate, then measure, a length, mass
or capacity;

¢ Use everyday language to describe features of familiar 3-D and 2-D shapes.

¢ Tell the time for o’clock and half past using analogue and digital clocks;

¢ Use and recognise coins up to £1, add and subtract to 10p.
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ACTIVITIES:
In their daily lessons, pupils are exposed to the following:

Autumn Term:

. Revision of numbers 1-10;

. Number bonds 1-10;

. Recognition of numbers to 20;

. Counting to 100;

. The 'difference' between numbers (within 10);

e Time — daytime, night time, parts of the day, days of the week and seasons;

. Money - to 10p; various ways of making amounts to 10p; giving change; recognising coins to £1;
e Shape — 3D shapes and their properties; building with shapes; (properties.); + 2D shapes sorting using Venn diagrams;
. Data Handling — sorting into 2 categories using Venn diagrams;

Measurement — length and height using non-standard measures;

. Regular practice, both mentally and on paper, of addition and subtraction;

e  Mental arithmetic.

Lent Term:

e Recognition and counting of number to 100;

e Number sequencing;

. Place value; introduction to tens and units; partitioning beyond 20;



. Number bonds to 10; doubles and halves to 10;

. Odd / even numbers;

. Ordinal numbers — tenth;

. Addition and subtraction to 10; adding three numbers;

e Time — o’clock analogue and digital, months of the year;

. Money - money activities to 15p and giving change;

e Shape - 2D shapes and their properties;

. Measurement - weight — balancing and weighing using non-standard units;
Data-Handling — simple block graphs.

Summer Term:

. Number work to 100 continued; addition — bridging 10 — 20; Subtraction — bridging 10 — 20;
. Number bonds 10-20;

. Near doubles addition;

. Introduction to multiplication; counting in 10’s, 5’s and 3’s;

. Ten more and less than a number;

. Money - money activities to 20p and giving change; counting money to £1;
. Measurement - capacity - non standard measures;

. Data Handling - pictographs; sorting data into tables;

Time — half past, analogue, digital,1 hr/2 hrs before/after;

Shape - 3-D shapes, sorting according to shape and type of face;

Symmetry — patterns and reflective symmetry;
Simple Fractions — practical work on halves and quarters.

TOPICS
During the year, pupils study various 'topics' which incorporate Science, History and Geography.

Science
Living/non-living things; Sound and hearing; Light and dark; Our body (health and growth) — family groups/ Skeletons;
Fossils; Reptiles/Amphibians; Weather — recording, symbols, keeping warm; Seeds — growing and recording a broad bean
seed; Water — floating/sinking; Materials — for building.

Geography
Water — water in the environment, rain, Where things come from (food, clothes, etc.); Seasons; Buildings we use - nearby
and far away; The area we live in — my house, road, town; Landscapes — open spaces and towns; Islands; The United
Kingdom; Plans/maps (introduction); Following direction; Left/right orientation; Study of a foreign country (e.g.
Australia/China)

History
Gunpowder Plot; Christmas, Dinosaurs (the beginnings - amphibians/reptiles, how they lived, herbivores/carnivores,
defence, variety of dinosaur, flying/swimming reptiles); Castles (buildings, life in a castle, becoming a knight, under siege)

Autumn Term
Festivals and Harvest; Sound and hearing; Light and dark

Lent Term
Dinosaurs; Castles; Electricity and Circuits; Health and growth

Summer Term
Science - Plants and how they grow; Homes; Weather
Geography - Plans/maps; directions; the United Kingdom; water in the environment
Study of a foreign Country - Australia/China

FRENCH
In Year 1, pupils have one lesson of French each week.
At this age, the boys concentrate on the 'fun' aspect of conversational French with lessons covering the following aspects:

Autumn Term: Revision and consolidation of oral skills acquired during the previous academic year; Numbers 1 - 10; colours;
Responding to simple commands in French; New songs.

Lent Term: Introduction of easy, very visual activities on paper; Learning to recognise a few basic written words with which
they are familiar orally; Role plays.



Summer Term: Encouraging the child to develop his speaking skills and adopt a good accent when using all the vocabulary
learnt so far; Forms of politeness; Parts of the face; Pets..



ART / TECHNOLOGY
In Year 1, Art/Technology is linked to the topic work.

The aim at Key Stage 1 is to help pupils to understand and enjoy art:

* by giving them opportunities to encounter different approaches to art and to work individually in groups or as part of a
whole class;

* Dby teaching creative, imaginative and practical skills;

* to foster visual and tactile observation and joy in pattern.

Some of the specific artwork includes the following:

Autumn Term: Collage work on the senses; Autumn/Harvest; Bonfire Night frieze; Halloween witch pictures; Christmas
decorations;

Lent Term: Introduction to weaving; Collage/frieze work on dinosaurs; Imaginary dinosaur skeletons; Introduction to
sketching; Knight pictures; [lluminating letters;

Summer Term: Modelling with clay; a still life painting; mixing colours; frieze for fables topic; Introduction to colouring maps.

The boys also work together to create large displays for the classroom, corridors and the link-way.

MUSIC
Boys in Year 1 have two periods of music each week.

The Music syllabus for Year 1 gives pupils opportunities to develop skills in singing, percussion playing and listening and
appraising during two music lessons each week. They will learn to sing a variety of songs, many of which will be linked to class
topics. They will be encouraged to look at the mood of a song to consider how it should be sung. The boys will use percussion
instruments to accompany singing and also to begin simple composition work. They will play various musical games to develop
their skills in listening, in rhythm and in pitch. Pupils will listen to a range of music, both vocal and instrumental. They will learn
to identify instruments being played, recognise how sounds are used to achieve particular effects and talk about what they have
heard using the appropriate musical vocabulary.

Each year they will take part in two musical performances; one at Christmas and one in the Summer.

R.E./PS.E
In Year 1, pupils have 1 period of R.E./P.S.E. during the week.

Religious Education aims to foster interest in and enjoyment of Bible stories and to give boys the opportunity to explore and
discuss moral issues.

In Year 1, the boys are exposed to a variety of stories, including key stories drawn from the Biblical tradition i.e. stories from
the life of Jesus and from the Old Testament. Stories are also discussed that relate to feelings and experiences.

Festivals and Ceremonies

The boys also look at the Christian religious festivals and celebrations appropriate to the season such as Harvest, Christmas and
Easter, and also surrounding the birth of a child, birthdays and family occasions. This is in addition to recognising the festivals
of other religious beliefs.

Moral Teaching / P.S.E.
Everyday situations and stories with a moral content are also discussed at an appropriate level, with pupils exploring and

reflecting upon their own experiences of rules.

Some of the topics looked at during the year may be:

Autumn Term: The story of creation; Noah's Ark; Moses; Harvest and special festivals and occasions to say 'Thank you' to
God; Jesus as a baby; Christmas;

Lent Term: Joseph and his brothers; Samson; David and Goliath; Solomon; Jonah and the whale; Easter; God's love for us in
the:- the family, friends, world around us, pets; the Prodigal Son;

Summer Term: Parables of Jesus; the Good Samaritan; the Lost sheep; Zacchaeus; Stories of the life of Jesus.

Pupils also look at looking after property, looking after animals, respect for other people’s property, road safety, school rules,
behaving badly, a bad attitude, bereavement of a pet, coping when things go wrong, looking after wildlife, saying ‘No’ to
strangers, giving rather than receiving, talking helps, coping with teasing, taking care with fireworks, controlling anger, pride
comes before a fall and celebrating success.



SPORT/P.E.
Boys in Year 1 have four periods of P.E./Sport each week.

All pupils are encouraged to take part in all P.E. lessons that are offered to them, and should be physically active in every lesson.

During their sport and P.E. lessons, boys are encouraged to engage in various activities to develop co-ordination, control, body
awareness, ways of sending, receiving and travelling with a ball or similar equipment as well as developing simple tactical
elements of playing games including running, dodging, chasing, use of space and awareness of others.

In Year 1, during the course of the year, boys engage in Games, Gymnastic activities, Movement/Dance activities, Athletics
activities and Swimming.

Autumn Term: Movement/co-ordination development; balancing; dodging activities; ball control activities (hand and feet);
football practice skills; parachute games to develop team effort.

Lent Term: Use of small apparatus; working with partners/small team games; travelling whilst controlling a ball, etc; different
ways of passing a ball; use of small, balance apparatus in the Sports’ Hall.

Summer Term: Athletic activities to develop running and high jumping/long jumping; swimming skills; use of bats and balls in
small games..

LC.T.
The scheme of work for Year 1 follows and extends the requirements of the National Curriculum for ICT. It is
based on the QCA and DfEE Information Technology Scheme of work and is complemented by 'Developing ICT Skills Year
1/Rec' published by Hopscotch.

During the year pupils will:

learn about parts and uses of computers develop labelling and classifying skills
develop keyboard skills use pictograms to answer simple questions
use of interactive whiteboard — individual, give and follow instructions to make things
pairs, groups and whole class happen
understand that information exists in a variety
of forms
ASSESSMENT

Assessment occurs throughout the year, with work being marked and records being kept in the teacher’s mark book. During the
Summer Term pupils are involved in the Key Stage 1 SATS assessments.

REPORTING
Full reports for parents are written twice a year, at the end of the Autumn and Summer Terms.

Written reports include:
e comments identifying strengths and weaknesses in each pupil's contribution in all areas of study;
e topics covered;
. the effort employed by the pupil.

SPECIFIC LEARNING DIFFICULTIES
Some pupils who have a specific difficulty will often be supported by members of the Special Needs Department, led by Mrs
Goford, the Inclusion Facilitator. All members of staff involved with the boys’ learning liaise closely to ensure maximum support
is given and optimum progress is made. If there is any concern regarding a pupil's learning, parents should feel free to discuss
the situation with Mrs Goford as the Inclusion Facilitator, with the class teacher or subject teacher involved, and also with the
Head of Ridgeway.
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
